Adjusting After the Fire

New Digs - The Religious School is set-
Hing into its new space at the Youth House,
Students are making the best of their circum-
stances by creating beautiful, bright posters
and decoratians for the walls and the divid-
ers between classes. Everywhere you turmn the
eye is drawn to captivating, whimsical and
imaginative artwork created by children
from 2 to 17 years old. The first few weeks
were especially challenging, with no storage
space for the Religious School’s books, art
materinls and classroom supplies, But, now
we have three enormous cabinets with room
for all our supplies. Students have brand new
textbooks to replace the ones that either were
destroved or are maccessible due to the fire

Mitzvah Marathan - On Sunday, March
16, the Youth House was abuzz with activ-
itv az Religious School students and faculty,
parents and members of the congregation
joined together for a festival of tzedakial and
g il chasadim — acts of kindness, Our fo-
cus was on caring for the carth and caring
for each other. Each session began svith an
inspirational presentation; including a DVD,
by Lisa Buksbaum of Soaringwords, which
brings healing to sick children all over the
world.

We collected food, clothing, toiletries
and children’s books for the Interfaith Nu-
trition Network (the INN). We made cards
for disabled Israeli soldiers and for frail, eld-
erly, isolated Jews in Manhattan. We col-
lected school supplies for disadvantaged
Ethiopian Israeli children, decorated person-
alized quilts and pillows for severely i1l chil-
dren, and created gorgeous murals that were
donated to hospitals in Israel and New Or-
leans through Soaringwords.

One class baked hamentashen and
packed up and decorated grocery bags for
Hatzilu, an organization that provides food
and emergency services Lo destitute Jewish
families in the immediate area. Several
classes made mushloach mano! for the Mitsva
Group (a group of senior citizens who meet
twice weekly for social activities), some
made sandwiches to be distributed to the
homeless by the INN and two classes enter-
tained the residents of the Savoy at Little

At the Mitzvalh Marathon we also of-
fered numerous activities to help raise
awareness about the environment: starting
a composting project outside the Youth
House, planting radish seeds in recycled

above were purchased because they con-
tained water, Bottled water has become a
aigantic industry; Americans spent 515 bil-
lion on it last vear, and we drink (and throw
awav) about one billion bottles per week.

The trony is, of course, that safe, clean,
drinkable water comes oul of every faucet
and fountaln. Tap walter is more strictly regu-
lated and analyzed than bottled water; | re-
cently received the analysis of our tap water
from the Water Authority of Great Neck
Narth, and it does not require a master's de-
gree in chemical engineering to see that our
tap water is verv clean and safe. Bottled wa-
ter is not ondy held to less strimgent standards,
butalso may contain carcinogenic phthalates
which leach out of the plastic into the water,

And, compared with bottled water, tap
water is practically free: il vou buy a half-liter
boltle at a convenience store for 52, you're
paying about 4,600 times what you'd pay for
the same amount out of your tap. So what ane
vou paving far, other than the convenience?
You're paving mostly for the packaging and
the transportation of the product by truck
from some other location, processes which
release even more carbon dioxide into the at-
mosphere and thus hasten global warming

Do vourself and the Earth a favor: get
some reusable plastic bottles (e.g. Nalgence)
of varying sizes for you and vour family, Fill
them up with tap water, Enjoy! You will not
mnly be saving the planet while quenching
vour thirst, but also fulfilling the mitzoah of
bl tashint

As you are aware, one of the commandments of Passover is that we rid
ourselves of all the hametz in our possession. To observe Passover, every family
should do their best to eliminate all hamefz from their home. They should then
sell any hametz they may have missed. We have, over the years, arranged for
such a sale and will be happy to do so for you again if you will sign the attached
form and return it to us no later than Tuesday, April 15, 2008. If you wish you
may sell the hametz in person after the siyum on Thursday morning, April 17*"
at the synagogue before 9:00 AM.

It is customary before Passover to make a donation for Maot Chifin, so
that everyone will have appropriate food for the holiday. Donations made to the
Rabbi=s Discretionary Fund will be allocated to organizations that help those in
need.

CONTRACT

Be it proclaimed that I (we) hereby fully
empower and authorize Rabbis Stecker and Adelsonto dispose of all hametz that
may be in my (our) possession - wherever it may be: at home, place of business
or elsewhere (knowingly or unknowingly). Rabbis Stecker and Adelson have full
authority to sell, dispose, and conduct all transactions as they deem fit and
proper in accordance with the detailed terms set forth in the Hebrew contracts
in their possession. The above power hereby given is meant to conform with all
the Torah and Rabbinic regulations o meet the requirements of Jewish law and
concur with the law of the State of New York of the United States of America.

out the Pesach days both at home and away.

The term hametz is applied not only to foods, the use of which
is to be avoided during Pesach, butalso to the dishes and other uten-
sils in which the foods are prepared or served during the year. These
dishes and utensils may not be used during Pesach except as indi-

Temple Israel Pesach Guide

Note: This guide was prepared for the Rabbini-
cal Assembly Committee on Jewish Law and
Standards by Rabbi Mayer Rabinowitz. It uws
accepted by the Committee on December 12,
1984, The last paragraph of the introduction, as
well as parts A and C under Permitted Foods,
fave been amended to reflect more vecent deci-
sions of the Committee affecting the status of
peanuls, peanut oil, certain cheeses and canned
tuna. This guede was reviewed and approved by
the Temiple lsrael clergy

The Torah prohibits ownership of hametz
(leaven) during Pesach. Therefore, we ar-
range for the sale of hiametz to a non-Jew, The
transfer, mekhirat lametz, is accomplished by
appointing an agent, usually the rabbi, to
handle the sale. It is a valid and legal trans-
fer of ownership. At the end of the holiday,
the agent arranges for the reversion of own-
ership of the now permitted Jametz. If own-
ership of the hametz was not transferred be-
fore the holiday, the use of this hametz is pro-
hibited after the holiday as well (hametz she
avar alav ha-Pesach).

Since the Torah prohibits the eating of
etz during Pesach, and since many com-
mon foods contain some admixture of
hametz, guidance is necessary when shop-
ping and preparing for Pesacir,

During the eight days of Pesach, hametz
cannot lose its identity in an admixture.
Therefore, the minutest amount of fumelz
renders the whole admixture hametz and its
use on Pesach is prohibited, However, dur-
ing the rest of the year hametz follows the
normal rules of admixture, e it loses its
identity in an admixture of one part hametz
and 60 parts non-famets (batel be-shishinl,
This affords us the opportunity to differen-
tiate between foods purchased before and
during Pesach.

What follows is a general guideline.
However, your rabbi should be consulted
when any doubt arises. Kosher le-Pesach la-
bels that do not bear the name of a rabbi or
one of the recognized symbols of rabbinic
supervision, or which are not integral to the
package, should not be used without con-
sulting your rabbi.

Prohibited foods include the following:
leavened bread, cakes, biscuils, crackers, ce-
real, coffees containing cereal derivatives,

wheat, barley, oats, spelt, rve, and all liquids
containing ingredients or flavors made from
grain alcohol.

Most Ashkenazic authorities have
added the following foods (kitriyot) to the
above list: rice, corn, millet, legumes (beans
and peas; however, string beans are permit-
ted). The Committee on Jewish Law and
Standards has ruled unanimously that pea-
nuts and peanut oil are permissible, as pea-
nuts are not actually legumes. Some
Ashkenazic authorities permit, while others
forbid, the use of legumes in a form other
than their natural state, for example com
sweeteners, corn oll, soy oil. Sephardic au-
thorities permit the use of all of the above.
Consult the rabbis for guidance in the use
of these products.

PERMITTED FOODS

A. The following foods require no ke-
sher le Pesach label if purchased prior to Fe-
sach: unopened packages or containers of
natural coffee without cereal additives (how-
ever, be aware that coffees produced by Gen-
eral Foods are not kosher for Passover un-
less marked KP), sugar, pure tea, (not herbal
tea), salt (not iodized), pepper, natural
spices, frozen fruit juices with no additives,
frozen (uncooked) vegetables (for legumes
see above), milk, butter, cottage cheese,
cream cheese, ripened cheeses such as ched-
dar (hard), Muenster (semi-soft) and
Camembert (soft), frozen (uncooked) fruit
(with no additives), baking soda.

B. The following foods require no kosher
le-Pesach label if purchased before or during
Pesach: fresh fruits and vegetables (for le-
gumes see above); eggs; fresh fish; fresh meat.

C. The following foods require a kosher
[o-Pesach label if purchased before or during
Pesach: all baked products (matzoh, cakes,
matzoh flour, farfel, marzoh meal, and any
products containing matzok); canned or
bottled fruit juices (these juices are often
clarified with kitniyot which are not listed
among the ingredients. However, if one
knows there are no such agents, the juice
may be purchased prior to Pesach without a
kosher le-Pesach label); canned tuna (since
{una, even when packed in walter, has often
been processed in vegetable broth and/or
hydrolyzed protem-however, if it is known

—

that the tuna is packed exclusively in water,
without any additional ingredients or addi-
tives, it may be purchased without a kosier
le-Pesach label); wine; vinegar; liquors; oils;
dried fruit; candy; chocolate flavored milk;
ice cream; yogurt; soda,

D. The following processed foods
(canned, bottled or frozen) require a kosher
le-Pesach label if purchased during Pesach:
milk, butter, juices, vegetables, fruit, milk
products, spices, coffee, tea and fish, as well
as all foods listed in Category C,
DETERGENTS: If permitted during the
year, powdered and liquid detergents do not
require a kosher le-Pesach label,
MEDICINE: Since hametz binders are used
in many pills, the following guidelines
should be followed: I the medicine is re-
quired for life sustaining therapy, 1t may be
used during Pesach. If it 1s not for life sus-
taining therapy, some authorities permit
while others prohibit. Consult your rabbi. In
all cases, capsules are preferable to pills.

KASHERING OF UTENSILS

The process of kashering utensils de-
pends on how the utensils are used. Accord-
ing to halakhal, leaven can be purged froma
utensil by the same process in which it was
absarbed in the utensil (ke-voleo kakh poleto),
Therefore, utensils used in cooking are
kashered by boiling; those used in broiling are
kashered by fire and heat; and those used only
for cold food are kashered by rinsing,

A. EARTHENWARE (china, pottery,
etc.) may not be kashered. However, fine
trunslucent chinaware which has not been
used for over a year may be used if scoured
and cleaned in hol water,

B. METAL (wholly made of metal)
UTENSITS USED IN FIRE (spit, broiler)
must first be thoroughly scrubbed and
cleaned and then made as hot as possible.
Those used for cooking or eating (silverware,
pots) must be thoroughly scrubbed and
cleaned and completely immersed in boil-
ing water. Pots should have water boiled in
them which will overflow the rim, The uten-
sils should not be used for a period of atleast
24 hours between the cleaning and the im-
mersion in boiling water. Metal baking uten-
sils cannot be kashered.

C.OVENS AND RANGES: Every part
that comes in contact with food must be thor-
oughly scrubbed and cleaned. Then oven
and range should be heated as hol as pos.
sible for a half hour. If there is a broil set-
ting, use it. Selt cleaning ovens should be
scrubbed and cleaned and then put through
the self cleaning eyele. Continuous cleaning
ovens must be fashered in the same manner
as regular ovens,

MICROWAVE OVENS, which do not
cook the food by means of heat, should be
cleaned, and then a cup of water should be
placed inside. Then the oven should be
turned on until the water disappears. A mi-
crowave oven that has a browning element
cannot be kashered for Pesach,

D, GLASSWARE: Authorities disagree
as to the method for kasfiering drinking uten-
sils. One opinion requires soaking in water
for three days, changing the water every 24
hours, The other opinion requires only a
thorough scrubbing befare Pesach, or putting
them through a dishwasher.

Glass cookware: There is a difterence of
opinion as to whether it is to be kashierad. One
opinion is that it must be kashered. Alter a
thorough cleansing, there should be water
boiled in them which will overflow the rim.
The other opinion is that only a thorough
cleansing is required.

Glass bakeware, like metal bakeware,
may not be kashered,

E. DISHWASHER: After not using the
machme for a period of 24 hours, a full cycie
with detergent should be run.

F ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES: If the
parts that come in contact with hamelz are
removable, they can be keshered in the ap-
propriate way (if metal, follow the rules for
metal utensils), All exposed parts should be
thoroughly cleaned. If the parts are not re-
movable, the appliance cannot be koshered

G. TABLES, CLOSETS AND
COUNTERS: If used with hametz, they
should be thoroughly cleaned and covered,
and then they may be used.

H. KITCHEN SINK: A metal sink can
be kashered by thoroughly cleaning and then
pouring boiling water over it, A porcelain
sink should be cleaned and o sink rack used.
If, however, dishes are to be soaked ina por-
celain sink, a dish basin must be used.

I. HAMETZ AND NON PASSOVER
UTENSILS: Non-Passover dishes, pots and
fmetz whose ownership has been trans-
ferred, should be separated, locked up, or
covered, and marked in order to prevent
accidental use.

U Zero'ah—roasted bone or chicken leg or neck bone—symbol of the paschal lamb
each family sacrificed and ate in ancient times.

4 Bellzali—roasted egg-symbol of the special festival sacrifice offered in the Temple.
Also the symbol of rebirth,

. Harset—Ashkenazim use peeled apples and nuts ground together mixed with
cinnpmon and red wine making a sweet brown paste—symbaol of the brick and mortar,
with which the Israelites were forced to labor. Alsp symbolizes the sweetness of froe-
dom. Sefardim use other ingredients,

o Muaror—the bitter herb, represented by the head of the horseradish root or romaing
lettuce—symbol of the bitterness of slavery.

< Karpas—the green vegetable, usually a piece of parsiey, or boiled potato, symbal of
springtime’s renewal of life.

Other Items

< Grated or sliced horseradish—ungarnished, in a separate bowl, enough to distrib-
ute to each participant for the brakil,

< Haroset—a separate bowl of ftrose! to distribute with horseradish.

3 Vegetables—a dish of parsiey, lettuce, or boiled potato, enough for each participant.
< Salt Water—a small bowl of salt water into which the vegetable can be dipped for
the karpis.

< Hard Boiled Eggs—enough for all participants, which will be eaten with the salt
water as entree to the séder meal.

< Salt Shakers—for salting the matzals when the braklinl is made.

2 Pillows—for the head of the honsehold and for anyone else wishing to fulfill the
itz of “rectining.”

3 For Washing the Hands—a pitcher of water, a bow! and a towel with which each
participant can wash hands, first before the karpas and again before eating the matzal.

D’var Torah

By Rabbi Marim D. Charry

Tzav Saturday, March 22

We find turther details concerning the burnt offering, the meal
offering, the guilt offering and the peace offering, as well as details
of the thanks offering In this portion, With the types of sacrifices
fully described, we now move to a description of the institution of
the service in the mishlkar and the consecration of Aaron and his sons
to the priesthood. The ceremonies consist of dressing the priests in
their special vestments, anomting the mshikan and all of its furnish-
ings with oil, offering sacrifices and putting blood of the sacrifices
upon the right ears, the right thumbs and the right toes of the priests,
The aim of the entire proceedings was to highlight the special duties
and responsibilities of the pricsts as representatives of the people
betore God. The pattern which is described here continued to be the
manner of anointing the priests for over a thousand years,

Shemini Saturday, March 29

I this portion we canclude the laws of the sanctuary. The read-
ing opens with a description of proceedings through which the
priests begin their duties. In the midst of this, we find an account of
two sons of Aaron, Hadab and Abihu, who take it upon themselves
to bring some kind of unprescribed offering to the altar and are sum-
marily struck down. Their death becomes the occasion for God to
1ssue specific warnings 1o Aaron and all the priests to take special
care in carrying out their duties. The remainder of the Book of
Leviticus deals with the laws of daily life and provides rules and
regulations whose purpose is (o raise every aspect of human life to
the level of kedusha (holiness). The first matter to be dealt with is
knshrut (the dietary laws), Details are provided of permitted and
forbidden quadrupeds, fish, birds and insects. The reason given for
these prescriptions is that since God is kadosh (holy) and Fsraelites
are His people, they also must be kadosh. However this is under-
stood, kashrut serves to help make the basically animal function of
eating, somethimg umquely human.
