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Temple Teen Tells of “Unbelievable” Holocaust
Family Survival Struggle on Yom HaShoah

An unbelievable—but true—
story of hiding for two-and-a-half-
vears to escape Nazi terror and al
most certain death, tollowed by res-
cue and the eventual thriving of a
Jesvish family, will be told by one of
the voungest members of that fam-
ily, 14-vear old Shari Oginski, whose
parents belong to Temple Israel.

She will relay the story and, in
particular, the amazing life of her
grandmother, Miriam Oginski, who
literally hid under the feet of Nazi
troops in a tiny bunker during the
war. Shari will be the featured
speaker at this year's Temple Yom
HaShoah Service, to be held on
Wednesday, April 30, at 7:30 P.M.

The service begins with a proces-
sion into the Sanctuary by the
Temple's Shoalt survivors, as their
names and hometowns are an-
nounced from the bimak. Students
from the Temple's Religious School
and Gahelet School will sing during
the service.

At the conclusion of the service,
the congregation will be invited to
light yellow memorial vahrzeit
candles and place them on the
Temple’s Shoalt memorial, located on
the lawn outside the entrance to the
Sanctuary.

Published in coordination with
the service is the Temple's Yom
HaShoah Zachor Book, which lists
the names of relatives of members of
the congregation who perished in the
Shoah, Kaddish s reaited durnng the
service in memory of the martyrs of
the Shoal

The story of survival from Nazi terror of Miriam
Oginski, right, who as a young girl hid from German
troops for two-and-a-half years in a tiny crawl space,
will be told by her granddaughter, Temple teen Shari
Oginski, shown in front of her grandmother when she
was five years old. With them are her father, Gerald,
and her brother, Joseph.

In addition to the service, an ex-
lraordinary exhibit will be on dis-
play in the Blue Room for viewing
before and after the service. It features
Shari’s multi-faceted comprehensive
documentation of her family’s sur-
vival.

The service and exhibit is orga-
mized each vear by the Temple's
Shoah Commitiee, which is dedicated
to remembering the six million Jews
who were murdered by the Nazis,

Shari Oginski, the daughter of
Dr. Wendy Fried Oginski and Gerald
Oginski, o student at the Waxman
High School and Youth House and
a freshman at Great Neck South
High Schonl, 15 a graduate of the
Beth HaGan Nursery School and the
Temple Religious School.

Her neighbor, longtime Religious
School music leacher Ruthe Golden.
heard the jaw-dropping account of her
grandmaother’s miraculous survival
and brought it to the attention of
Shoah Committes Chair Dr, Jack
Levine. He and former Chair Joan
Mandel invited her to tell the story to
the congregation at the service,

lFor the past few months, Mrs.
Mandel has been working closely
with Shari, helping her prepare the
presentation. It details the lives of
the family members before, during
and after the Holocaust.

Feeling that survival under the
invading Nazi forces was unlikelv in
their small town in Poland, Shari's
great-grandparents went mto hiding
with three of thelr daughters—
the youngesl being Shari’s grand

~Conllnued from page 1
mother—in a two-and-a-half foot high crawl
space under the home of gentile friends. In-
creasingly sparse food was passed down to
what grew to be nine Jews hiding under the
house.

The situation became dramatically
waorse when Nazi troops took the house as
their regional headquarters. The couple that
owned the house successfully begged the
soldiers to allow them to care for it, which
also allowed them to continue to look after
the extended family in hiding underneath

Years later, the owners of the house were
internationally recognized as “Righteous
Gentiles” for saving so many lives,

Although Miriam Oginski died several
vears ago, one of her sisters, a resident of
Fort Lee, New Jersey, will come to Temple
Istael to hear her great-niece tell of the
family’s travalls.

Mrs. Golden originated the concept of
“Third Generation Witnesses” when work-
ing with Religious School students, “This is
a most important endeavor and we encour-
age all students whose relatives were af-
fected by the Shoalt to join this sacred com-
mitment to keep their stories alive,” she said

Mrs. Mandel and Mrs. Colden, members
of the Temple’s Shoah Committee, have been
instrumental in nurturing a group of Shoal
“Third Generation Witnesses” in the Temple
schools, They are working with Religious

School students to help them understand the
importance of remembering the Shoalt.

Mrs. Mandel called “Third Generation
Witnesses” “an exciting new movement in
Shoal education and an opportunity for all
Temple Religious School students.”

“Third-generation witnesses ensure that
the Stoalt will never be forgotten,” said former
Temple Israel President William Ungar, a Ho-
locaust survivar and member of the Shoah

Committee. “Itis comforting to know that the
chain of who we are will not be broken.”

Temple member Gerald Oginski and his
daughter, Shari Oginski, who will be the
featured speaker at the Temple’s Yom
HaShoah Service on April 30.

D’vAR ToRAH

The readings for the eight days of Pesach are taken from four
different books of the Torah. They consist of passages dealing with
various aspects of the festival.

First Day - Exodus 12:21-51 Sunday, April 20
I'he reading sets lorth details of the pasclal offering and de-
scribes the tenth plague and the actual departure from Egypt. It in-
cludes the question, through not the answer, of the Wicked Son in
the haggadali.
Second Day - Leviticus 22:26-23:44 Monday, April 21
The reading consists of a calendar of the annual festivals, in-
cluding the Laws of the Omer. The emphasis is on abstention from
waork. The list begins with Shatbat, then moves to Pesach, as the fes-
tival of the first month, and continues through the vear,
Hol Hamoed 1 - Exodus 13:1-16 Tuesday, April 22
The reading describes matzah and fefillin as two symbols which
recall the deliverance of the Israclites from Egypt.
Hol Hamoed 2 - Exodus 22:24-23:19  Wednesday, April 23
The reading consists of instructions for observing Pesach when
the Israelites come into the Promised Land. It includes the direction
to relate (fiiggadah) the account of the Exodus to our children. It also
includes the answer to the Wicked Son, the question and answer of
the Simple Son and instructions for wearing fefillin.
Hol Hamoed 3- Exodus 34:1-26 Thursday, April 24
The reading contains a description of the creation of the second
set of tablets and a short calendar of Shabbat and festivals,
Hol Hamoed 4 - Numbers 9:1-14 Friday, April 25
The reading gives rules for observing a second Pesacl one month
later for those who were prevented from observing at the proper
time.
Seventh Day - Exodus 13:17-15:26 Saturday, April 26
I'he reading continues the account of the Fxodus from the ac-
tual departure through the Song at the Sea. Tradition holds that the
Israelites crossed the Sea of Reeds an the seventh day after leaving
Egypt.
Eighth Day - Deuteronomy 15:19-16:17 Sunday, April 27
The reading consists of a calendar of the three Pilgrim festivals.
The emphasis is on the observance at a central sanctuary and mean-
Ings are assigned to the festivals to make them significant for future
generations who will not have experienced the Exodus,
On each day, a portion from Numbers 28 detailing the special
offerings to be brought on the festival is read from a second Torah

mittzoli, a meal that accompanies an important religious duty, It is cus-
tomary to study some aspect of Talmudic teaching an this morning.
Rabbi Stecker will be conducting a s, with passages from the Tal-
mud. This will be followed by a breakfast. Because Passover this yvear
begins Saturday night, the fast 1s moved to the preceding Thursday.

The service s, of course, not limited to the first-born alone, All
children are welcome, together with their parents. Adults without
children are also welcome to attend.

The service begins at 6:30 A M. in the Sanctuary.

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Pesach:
Is it all about
the food?

Passover is. ostensibly, a festival of freedom. As we have traditionally under-
stood it, Pesalt commemorates the Exodus from Egypt, when (as the beloved Max-
well House Haggadah told my family year after year) God brought forth the Israel-
ites from the house of bondage with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm. The
sacrifice offered by the Israelites prior to their departure from Egypt was the Pas-
chal lamb, or in Hebrew, gorban Pesafi we indicate this sacrifice with the roasted
bone placed on the seder plate.

Or maybe it is the festival of spring, Hag fin-Aviv, Afterall, Pesali coincides with
the full moon in the middle of the month of Nisan, biblically known as Aviv, and
also marks the beginning of the spring harvest (which is why we gtart counting the
omer. the barlev sheaves, at the second seder). Several of the symbaols of the seder
plate are about spring and the beginning of the fertile period of the agricultural
cycle.

My digestive tract is already sgird-
ing itself. As a vegetarian, | can assure you that Hag ha-Mafzol is an even greater
challenge than the parting of the Red Sea.

So what is Passover about? Freedom? Spring? Matzah? There is onlv one com-
mon theme to each of these sub-holidays, and that is food. At the seder, we read in
the Haggadah the statement from the Mishnah that each of us should see ourselves
asif we personally had come forth from Egypt. But the real reason that we gather is
to dine; the sedey plate brings together the disparate symbals of the season to re-
mind us that a sumptuous repast is waiting in the kitchen, so enough with the plagues
alreacly. Let’s eat!

Yemenite Haroset

(from wwwijewishrecipes.org)
Yield: 24 servings

1/2 cup slivered almonds
1/2 cup dried apricots
8 dried figs, quartered
2 Isp. ground coriander
2 tsp. lime or lemon rind, finely grated
1 tbsp. honey
3 to 4 thsp. sweet white wine (kosher for Passover, of course!)
2 thsp, sesame seeds, toasted

Process almonds and apricots coarsely in food processor. Transfer to small bow!.
Process figs to fine consistency. Stir into almond apricot mixture. Add coriander,
rnd, honey and enough white wine to bind mgredients. Refrigerate for | hour. Roll
into balls, 1" in diameter, roll in the sesame seeds and place each in miniature paper
cups, or shape into a pyramid and press sesame seeds into sides.

D’var Torah
By Rabbi Marim D. Charry

Tazria Saturday, April 5

This portion and the next deal with laws of ritual purity. Such
purity Is conceived as a prerequisite for the pursuit of kedusha. Fur-
thermore, because the nusikan (sanctuary) was located within the
camp of the Israelites, greal care had to be taken fo ensure its purity.
The portions deal with specific physical conditions which give rise
to impurity, The first is childbirth. The next ls a complex of diseases
known as fzamal (translated "leprosy,” but clearly not the modern
disease), The priests are charged with the task of determining the
nature of the ailment when it appears in humans or in fabrics and
leather und the method of purification, Since all the [sraelites were
obligated to strive to be kadosh, holy, in accordance with God's de-
mand, the matter of maintaining a state of purity was of great sig-
nificance

Metzora Saturday, April 12

We continue with the presentation of the laws of ritual purity.
In particular, the priests are instructed as to the purification rites for
a person determined to be afflicted with fzaraaf as described in the
previous portion, Instructions are also given for dealing with tzarmat
in building stones (some kind of mold, blight or rot that showed up
in the plaster), Finally, procedures are set forth which are required
when an Israelite, male or female, experiences discharges from the
sexual organs. The Toral here seems to be classifying illness and
disease as forms of impurity. Thus, they are placed in the realm of
religious concern, All these impurities threatened, directly or indi-
rectly, the purity of the sanctuary, which was located within the area
of settlement. Therefore, for all lsraelites, maintaining a state of pu-
rity was of greal importance.
