Therise and fall of the tides are not un-
like the rhythm of the Jewishyear. As inevi-
tably asthe seasonsturn from oneto another,
sotoo we move from the High Holy Daysto
Sukkot to Pesachio Shavuot and back again
to the head of the year.

The month of Tishrei is the high tide of
the Jewish calendar, with all of the hidden
parts of our souls covered with cleansing
water, our sins swept out to sea,aswe com-
mune with God and ask for forgivenesson
Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur.Astheyear
progressesthe tide goesout and we reveal
moreand more of themistakesthat wemake
for all to see.

Pesachisthe halfway point of theyearN
that is, low tide. Ther e are hints of purifica-
tion in the Passoverrituals, of course, but
they servetoremind usthat Yom Kippur lies
in opposition. It is the turning point of the
year, thecompletely exposed beachfront that
speakswith inevitability about the coming
high tide, the point at which (we hope), all
of the collected debris will once again be
washed away.

The tidal cycle is driven, of course, by
themoon. But our cycleof holidaysisdriven
by God. Or, maybe it is us. We have, of
course, the ability to choosew hat to observe.
All of these holidays will keep coming
around, just like the tides. It is up to us to
decide whether or not to dip our feetin the
water.

There is an argument in the Talmud
about what to do if you find yourself wan-
deringinthedesert with noideaabout when
Shabbat occurs. One rabbi says that you
should start counting off days from that
point, and then the seventh will be Shabbat
another holdsthat you should observe Shab-
baton the next day, just to make sure. Why
should you wait so long for Shabba®

We are fortunate to be living in less
desert-like conditions. Rosh Hashanah is
unquestionably coming, and with it thehigh
tide of the soul. Join us for this point of the
tide, and for all the other points along the
way.

NN Continued fom page 2
so we were taught in our classes.

Well that day, | too got dressed in askirt
and spent a little more time on my appear-
ance.l hopped on abus headedtowards the
center of the city, the heart of all the proces-
sions, surrounded by other families and
strangers who looked asif they were going
to the sameplace. However, | knew that not
asingle one of thesepeople would be head-
ing towards the tiny makeshift synagogue
that | was aimed at; probably not a single
one of thesepeople had aninkling of what a
seder is, or that this week was holy in other
waysNfor Jews.

| choseto study abroad in Seville, Spain
for various reasons; | wanted to learn the
language, immerse myself in the culture,
have all of Europe at my disposal to travel,
the list goes on.And ever since |Ove arrived
here mid-January, | haven® had a single
doubt or regret about this city. Yet, while |
was prepared for the great cultural differ-
encesof eating habits, dresscodes,and lei-
sure activities, for me the greatest culture
shock of all was suddenly becoming a very
apparent minority . Growing up, while 1 was
always aware that Jews are a minority, |
never feltit. In fact, | alwayssomehow found
myself surrounded by other Jews, seemingly
a majority! Soimagine my shock that in all
of the country of Spain there are less syna-
goguesin total than on Old Mill Road alone!
And, there is a museum in Toledo, the
Sephardim Museum, for the explicit purpose
of explaining the definitions of Jewish cus-
toms to people who envision the Jewish
people only asan existencein SpainOpast,
pre-expulsion.

So after months of visiting cathedral
after cathedral, | was excited that | would
be at the one place in Seville that would be
holding aseder. | found it by asking around.
A teacher at my program said that oncein
the past shehad taught aJewish student who
had gone to this seder and she gave me the
information.

There were about 50 of us total, a mix
of American travelers, study abroad students
like myself, someNorthern Moroccans,and
ahandful of Spaniards. Therabbi waslsraeli,
and he had been traveling all over South
America, the United States,and now Spain.
We participated in a brief service on Calle
Bustos Taveran before the actual seder,
which was to have started at 8 PM. This
translated to 8:55(the only people who ha-
bitually show up later than Jewsare Span-
iards, go figure!) We then proceeded to a
small restaurant across the street, whose
walls were covered in abstract art. If those
walls could talk, they probably would not
know where to begin in the confusion and
disarray of this whole pr ocess.

We sat at a seriesof mismatched tables,
with plastic plates and makeshift bowls of
salt water. After finally starting an hour late
(Seville® motto is (no pasa nada,0don®
worry, nothing happened), the rabbi pro-
ceeded in broken English, occasionally trans-
lating to Spanish, and shouting in Hebrew
to the other end of the table.

Therewerecertain changeswhich I dis-
approved of, but could deal with, such as
considering iceberg lettuce the moror (as
opposed to my love-hate relationship with
that stem of a horseradish). Instead of my
grandma@sweet meatballs, we had tortilla
de patata a typical Spanish omelet of eggs
and potatoes. And there was a noticeable
(visual and odor ous) lack of gefilte fish.

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DOAR ToORAH

Kee Tetze Saturday, August 21
Part of the listing of the laws by which the Israelites are to live
in the Promised Land is found in this portion. Thesechapters con-
tain awide variety of laws dealing with domestic life and interper -
sonal relations. In contradistinction to previous sections of the law
code, which dealt with broad areasof community structur e, the fo-
cus here is on the countless details that make up the daily life of the
averagelsraelite. The Torah is making clearthat every facetof every
individualOslife is governed by the covenant. The concluding verses
of the portion remind the Israelites of the dastardly attack by the
Amelekites on the rear-most stragglers of the camp shortly after the
crossing of the Red Sea.The people are commanded to remember
the incident and utterly blot out the memory of Amelek. The con-
trast between the national character of a people living under GodOs
laws and that of the Amelekites based on glorification of militar y
power is a statement that in GodOs plan, right prevails over might.

Kee Tavo Saturday, August 28

In this portion, we conclude the review of the law code and
MosesGsecond discourse. In the final details, the Israelites are in-
structed that when they enter the Promised Land and settle it, they
are to bring an offering of first fruits. In accepting the offering, the
priest is to recite a brief history of the people, from AbrahamOs and
JacobOwanderings to the occupation and possessionof the land.
Moses begins a third discourse, which deals with enforcement of
the laws. Upon crossing the Jordan, the people are to setstoneson
Mt. Ebal on which they will inscribe the laws that Israel is to obey.
This activity is to be followed by a dramatic r ecitation of the bless-
ings that will accruefrom obedienceto GodOsvord and the curses
that will follow upon failur e to obey. The passageof curses(known
as tochechahor warnings) is much longer and more detailed than
the passage of blessings, indicating the dificulty of convincing the
people that it is in their best inter est to live by GodOs law
